The seminar organizers provided clear instructions for paper submission, including a deadline
and a reminder that co-authorship was allowed for up to two authors. Selected papers would




be published in a book with an ISBN number, providing participants with an opportunity to
contribute to the academic literature on contemporary literary issues.

Sessions and Discussions

The two-day seminar comprised several sessions, each dedicated to one or more of the key
themes. These sessions provided a platform for participants to present their research, share
their insights, and engage in discussions with their peers. The presentations were followed by
lively discussions, where participants explored the implications of the research presented and
debated the various issues raised.
